Non-members are welcome to test bulls at OBI. Should a member of OBI
Beefmaster not utilize his or her pen space during a test, that space may be
available for use by other Beefmaster breeders with the following priority for
duration of one complete test.

e Other members of OBI desiring to test Beefmaster bulls.

¢ Non-members of OBI desiring to test Beefmaster bulls.

Test groups have a warm-up period of 14 days. Bulls will be fed using fence-line
bunks. No 28-day weight will be taken.

Beefmaster Test Index is computed as follows:
(.5 x Final Cumulative ADG Ratio) + (.5 x Final adjusted 365-d weight Ratio)

Bulls completing test must be picked up by owners during the period of, Thursday
or Friday between the hours of 8:00 am and 5:00 pm or Saturday between the
hours of 8:00 am and 12:00 noon, following the official off-test weigh day.

A rule requiring that all bull(s) tested at Oklahoma BEEF Inc. must be BVD-PI
negative has been imposed. We recommend that you test your bull(s) before
delivery to the station. If they are delivered without a negative BVD-PI test,
you will be charged $25 for the BVD-PI testing to be performed on your
bull(s). If the test comes back positive you will be required to pick up your
bull(s) immediately.
